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	The aim of the course

The objective of the course is to present the concept of administrative
sanctions in Europe.
Administrative authorities impose in more and more fields various
sanctions against undertakings and/or private persons. The extremely
high fines imposed by the EU Commission reach the front pages of business
newspapers. Cartel members in the U.S. and also in some UE Member States
have to serve jail sentence. Among the several economic law areas we will
focus our attention on the sanctioning policy and practice in competition law,
covering both the EU and the national level.
The subject, even due to the many similarities, will introduce students to
the subjects parallel to Hungarian and European law and practice.
With the active participations of the students we will analyse not only
legislation and soft law instruments, but also the
most important cases.
 The course covers: 

1. The definition and concept of administrative sanctions, legislative 

approaches in various EU states.

2. The functions of competition, aim of competition law, market practices 

which may be subject to sanctions.

3.   Sanction for infringing competition rules, a global overview: jail or         fine?

4.   Law and economics: which sanction is the most effective?

5.   Fining guidelines of the EU Commission and some Member States.

6.   EU and national case studies.

7.   Procedural guarantees, human rights and the European Charter of 
      Fundamental Rights.
