EU competition law case studies

The course intends to provide a possibility for interested students to read and discuss important European Court judgements in the field of competition law. Participants will get a general overview about the most important Articles of the EC Treaty and also some delicate material and procedural questions will be highlighted.

Cases discussed will cover areas like

· Cartels (secret agreements between competitors)

· Vertical - distribution - agreements (like resale price maintenance and exclusive territorial allocation)

· Abuse of dominance (concept of dominance, examples of abuse)

· Mergers and acquisitions (concept of concentration, competitive harms, standards of proof)

· State aid (the notion of state aid, obligation of Member States)

Working knowledge of English is required. Studies in the fields of EU law, competition law, administrative law are of advantage. Students will be provided with written materials in advance, which need to be read for the next lecture.
