Competition Law 1.
Outline of the course:
The aim of the course is to introduce students to the notion of economic competition from an economic and legal perspective. Competition law is a field which is quite new in the legal systems. Apart from the theoretical knowledge, the teaching of competition law relies heavily on the practical application of the subject. During the competition law 1. course students will learn about the place of competition law in the legal system, the economic theories behind the application of the legal provisions and several aspects of EU and Hungarian competition law. During the semester EU competition law will be covered thoroughly.
