	Description of the subject: 

	The aim of this course is to analyse the right to vote in a human right context. The reason of this is mainly the fact, that constitutional law lectures are focused on introducing the voting systems. The right to vote is a human right as it is layed down in the international treaties and in the Basic Law of Hungary too. This right is an outcome of a long, expansive developement. When discussing the essential elements of it, the focus shall be on seeking answers to questions such as the voting right and procedure of people who do not have a domestic residence but are granted the right to vote. Moreover, the question of family based voting right, the problem of preliminary registration and numerous other actual topics, problems that are waiting for being solved. This course is seeking for answers and solution in an interactive way of communication, where students get the opportunity to deeply analyse the topics introduced above.
Expected outcome

After completing the course, students will be able to understand the fundamental contexts and problems of suffrage. They learn about the steps in the development of the fundamental right to vote and the problems that need to be answered in order to further develop the suffrage.
